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FIELD HOUSE PROGRESS REPORT 
 
Thanks to a few hard working and dedicated volunteers 
the field house is now dry, insulated and almost 
finished having the sheetrock hung.  But we still have a 
long way to go to get it ready for the Spring Season. 
 
In addition to the volunteers who have done carpentry, 
electrical and other trade work, many thanks must go 
out to the High School who bought the roof and rolling 
doors and paid for their installation.  Thanks also go to 
numerous other companies who donated lumber and 
electrical equipment which value more than $15,000.  
When the building is finished we will prepare a full list 
of all the contributors.  
 
The league has spent to this point just short of $19,000.  Three years ago when the building was 
first conceived the estimate was that it would cost about $70,000 to complete.  So you see we 
have quite a ways to go. 
 
Lots of labor as well as funds have gone into the two story structure. The first floor will house the 
Western Branch Little League concessions stand and the WBHS softball storage area.  The 
second floor will include meeting space and an area for supplies and will overlook A Field.  The 
building has been topped off with a blue metal roof to match the WBHS Football Concessions 
Stand to develop a uniform style at the Sports Complex. 
 
Please help out and buy a brick to help us complete the building this season and to recognize a 
loved one, or a player, coach or other entity.  The Wall of Fame even will have bricks 
recognizing some WBHS Volleyball players as a tribute to their time at WBHS and WBLL. 
 
We still have many jobs and items to purchase to complete the building.  If you can help in any 
way, even if it’s only coming out to paint, please contact the league through our web site or call 
Chuck Anderson at 483-0234.  Your assistance will be very much appreciated. 
 
As you may have heard, the 
WBLL $2200 field tractor was stolen from a locked storage box at the fields in August.  So, 
contributions are appreciated!
